STEP 17 FINISHING AND CLEANUP

Remove any exposed labels from the components of toilet compartments.

B. Clean surfaces as needed. CAUT/ON: Do not use cleaners containing acids on Bobrick toilet compartments.
For example, tile cleaners containing acid may attack the stainless steel hardware or the material surface.
